A. Recognition

of hard work by students and staff alike is required to excel at this level and expressed pride in the
music program wishing them continued success. The ISSMA will present the Band with a special
banner to display in recognition of this honor. Dr. Slaton and the Board thanked Mr. Turner, who
was in attendance, for all he does and asked him to share their sentiments with Mr. Johnston as
well.
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2. Indiana Academic Super Bow!
a. SHS Interdisciplinary & Fine Arts Academic Teams
Congratulations was also expressed to the SHS Interdisciplinary Team for being runner
up at the State Academic Bowl. Team members included Isaak Mount, Taylor Stewart,
Patrick Lincoln, Anne Noble and coach Robert Deirth. The Fine Arts team placed fourth at
State with team members Shelby Gudgeon, Begona Fernandez-Gorostidi, Patrick Lincoln,
Dylan Baker, Jena Livesay and coach Melissa Lyles. Dr. Slaton stated that we are very
proud of these students for their academic achievements and how they represent SHS
and Scott 2.
