IV. District Appointments 

A. Corporation Treasurer Positions 

Dr. Slaton​ ​recommended that the Board appoint Ms. Melinda Sparkman as District Treasurer, Mrs. Casey  

Cheatham as Junior Deputy Treasurer, Mrs. Maurica Kimberlin as Scottsburg High School Extra-Curricular  

Account Treasurer and Mrs. Tammy Mosier as elementary and middle school Extra-Curricular Account  

Treasurer. ​ Due to the retirement of Lisa Spicer as Deputy Treasurer effective 1-1-18, that position will be 

discussed at the next Board meeting.  ​Mr. Mays made a motion to approve, seconded by Mrs. Roberts.
